St. John Baptist de la Salle - Feast Day April 7 

St John Baptist de la Salle was a priest and the founder of the De La 
Salle Brothers, officially named the Institute of the Brothers of the    
Christian Schools. He was born on April 30 1651 in Reims, Champagne, 
France. He died on April 7 1719 at the age of 67 in Rouen, Normandy, 
France. He was canonized in 1900. Thanks to his       
courageous efforts, the concept of universal education 
was widely accepted. In 1950 he was named the Patron 
Saint of All Teachers of Youth by Pope Pius XII.
